	Reflection:

As a result of school being closed during COVID19 (March 20th to 7th September 2020 and 4th January – March 8th 2021) many children have regressed in their learning despite school providing online learning throughout the school closure. In particular disadvantaged and SEND children have slipped backward.

As a result our catch-up priorities are to:
· Find out exactly where every child is in their learning – reading, writing and maths through formal assessments at the end of September 2020, December 2020, May 2021 and Summer 2021
· Provide core approaches to missed learning through support interventions in R/W/M 

· Review these intervention groups half termly to ensure the correct children remain in each support group.

The overall aim is:
· To reduce the attainment gap between disadvantaged pupils and their peers and to raise the attainment of all pupils to close the gap.
