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Monitoring & Reporting Standards


Teachers record weekly spelling results and half term assessments of key words  in teacher planning files.





The subject leader monitors recorded work, talks to pupils and samples lessons as well as scrutinising data to support development within the subject area.








Curriculum Design & Organisation





Our ultimate aim is for our children to become proficient in spelling and can apply their knowledge, skills and understanding across the curriculum employing the correct spelling patterns.





Weekly lessons include a focus on spelling skills. Children in year 2-6 use the Nelson Spelling scheme.





Daily lesson in Reception and Year one follow Phonics play scheme which focuses on the phonic phases. Children are encouraged to apply their knowledge to their independent writing.

Assessment


Summative:


EYFS – teacher assessments are made termly, informed by phonic assessments and evidence in books against the ages and stages and EYFS exemplification.


Year 1: children assessed using a phonic phase assessment, the phonic screener from previous years and the weekly spelling test.


Year 2 -6: weekly spelling test and end of term NFER in Year 3-6.





Half termly spelling test of HFW/ common words split over the 6 half terms for Year 1-6.





Formative:


Continual assessment during group/whole class in literacy and across the curriculum  to assess the application of spelling rules in independent writing.

Phonics Play resources which includes IWB resources are available to teach the grapheme in Reception and Year One.





In Year 2-6, children use the Nelson Spelling Scheme to teach the spelling rule through a variety of activities.











Parental engagement


Weekly spelling lists are sent home to parents and spelling results are recorded in Pirate books so parents can review the progress their child is making.





Half termly High Frequency or Common Words are sent home for children to learn with their child and are tested on a half termly basis.





Teaching Approaches





The teaching of phonics follows the process of: introduce, revisit, teach, practise, apply, assess. IWB resources support eh teaching where relevant.





The teaching of spellings involves the teacher introducing the spelling pattern then reinforcing with the Nelson spelling book.





Handwriting is always linked to the teaching of spelling patterns each week.














Planning


Phonics planning is taken from the Phonics Play scheme.





Spelling Planning follows the Nelson Scheme on a
