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Parental Engagement


Parents are able to share science learning during our open afternoons. ‘Science at Home’ activities are available on our school website. Local science events are promoted.








Assessment


We assess children’s work formatively in science through observations and marking. These assessments inform the teacher’s planning for future lessons. At the end of a unit of work, the teacher makes a judgment about the children’s achievements. At the start of the year, key objectives are identified that will be assessed in each unit and opportunities for assessment are planned for.  Assessments may take the form of a practical activity, a concept map or a written assessment. The teacher records these assessments to inform reports to parents and the next teacher.








Teaching Approaches


The school uses a variety of teaching and learning styles in science lessons. Our principal aim is to develop the children’s knowledge, skills and understanding. We do this through a mixture of whole-class teaching and individual / group activities. Teachers encourage the children to ask as well as answer scientific questions.





Monitoring & Reporting Standards


Teachers enter half-termly assessments onto Sims. The subject leader monitors books, talks to pupils and samples lessons as well as scrutinising data to support development within the subject area.
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Curriculum Design & Organisation


Each year group will cover 5 National Curriculum units of work. We will enable children to:

Plan and carry out fair scientific investigations


Know and understand the life processes of living things


Know and understand the physical processes of materials, electricity, light, sound and natural forces
