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Teaching Approaches


We use a variety of teaching and learning styles in our history lessons. We use whole-class teaching methods and combine these with enquiry-based research activities. Children encouraged to ask as well as answer historical enquiry questions. We offer them the opportunity to use a variety of artefacts and pictures, videos and songs. Children take part in role-play and discussions and then present reports to the rest of the class. They learn about other periods of history through reading stories with settings in different times.








Curriculum Design & Organisation


The bespoke Horwich Parish CE School history curriculum covers all the NC history knowledge and skills in a progressive and developmental way from EYFS – Year 6.


History is covered in cross-curricular topics where it can be the main or a minor subject taught.


History is often linked to Literacy reading and writing targets and class novels can be linked to history e.g. Viking Boy by Tony Bradman and Stig of the Dump by Clive King


History is often linked to art e.g. WW2 paintings
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Resources


There is no school scheme of work available for History. Class teachers produce their own medium term plans based on the NC progression skills provided by the co-history leader. Library loans are available from SLS to support history topics and school has boxes of artefacts and photographs available for some topics e.g. Ancient Egyptians.
